Operating instructions

The CK wall mounted electric fan heater is
particularily suited for bathrooms, kitchens,
hallways etc. Make sure that the unit is
properly sized according to the heat loss. Air
intake is from the back and the heated air exits
from the grill on the bottom of the front panel.
The integral thermostat is located on the right
hand side of the unit. Temperatures of

41 °F (5 °C) to 86 °F (30 °C) can be selected.
The unit can be connected to a wall mounted
room thermostat if desired. In that case turn
the integral thermostat to its highest setting.

To clean the heater wipe with a moist cloth —if
necessary use a mild detergent.

Operation

Rotate the temperature selection knob N1 to
the required room temperature (between

41 °F (5 °C) — 86 °F (30 °C)). Once the
selected room temperature has been reached
the thermostat automatically switches off the
heater.

To switch from heating to frost protection,
rotate the temperature selection knop N1
counter clockwise to the stop. If the frost
protection feature is not required switch off the
heater at the circuit breaker:

Mounting

Fix the mounting bracket to the wall and hang
the heater onto the lugs.

The supplied angle bracket (3) should be
located at the base of the unit (see Fig. 2). A
minimum clearance of 10 mm must be
maintained from the wall.

The fan heater must only be
attached to a vertical wall capable

of withstanding 194 °F (90 °C) minimum.

Refer to Fig. 2 for minimum clearance
distances.

- Electrical connections
